PARKING & OCCUPANCY REMINDER

Grand Columbia Manor HOA

As we all know, parking is very limited.  Unfortunately nothing can change that - it’s just the way the townhomes were built.  The Homeowner’s Association (HOA) is not liable or responsible for any parking related issues.  Grand Columbia Manor is private property, hence owners are responsible for their own actions.  The open parking area on the north end provides one parking stall per unit.  These are all clearly marked.  The parking has never been patrolled or enforced by the HOA, but if there is a need the towing company may be called (see sign on fence).   It seems to be just a simple matter of courtesy and responsibility.   

Also, please be advised that these townhomes are subject to single family zoning restrictions.  Provo City allows one family or three singles per unit only.  Violators could face fines and other action from Provo City.  Additionally, if the HOA is fined by the City or otherwise affected (parking congestion, noise, etc.), other sanctions could result.
